Please can we remind you to phone or email us with any order 
for medicines at least 24 hours before you plan to collect them.

For those animals to be under our 
care we must see them on your farm within a year. 
 
An ideal time for a beef or sheep farmer would be on an annual visit, a month before lambing 
or calving.  This visit could then include a health plan and management advice
